School, 390 Lincoln Road, Sudbury, MA 01776. 

 

Please read the following information and instructions carefully. 

 

Complete the attached quilt entry and volunteer forms and return them with a photo to:

Please submit a separate form for each entry.  We will hang at least one quilt per member. If we have space 

available, we will hang more of your quilts, so please put priority numbers on multiple entries. 

 

Show guidelines: 

 

1. Only completed quilts and quilted garments made in whole or in part by WQ members may be 

entered.   

2. The guild’s insurance covers a maximum of $500 per item.  Members must carry their own insurance 

for any quilt valued above this amount. 

3. All exhibiters are required to volunteer a minimum of three hours during the show. 

4. All entries must have a permanent label sewn to the back of the quilt or inside the garment.  Please 

include the quilt title, your name, town and date. 

5. All quilts need a sleeve no less than 4” wide sewn securely to the back, and a piece of lattice for 

hanging. (If you don't bring one with your quilt, we can't hang it!)  If the quilt is more than 50" wide, 

divide the sleeve in two, leaving a gap in the center. To make a sleeve, begin with an 8” piece of fabric 

the width of your quilt. Hem the ends and sew into a tube.  This should make the sleeve slightly 

narrower than the quilt, allowing the holes in the lattice to show.  Stitch top and bottom of the tube/s to 

the back of your quilt with the top close to the binding. The lattice will slide through this tube. Lattice 

can be purchased at most lumberyards and cut to the length you want.  Lattice, also called strapping slat, 

is approximately 1/4” thick by 1 1/2” to 2” wide.  Sand the ends lightly and drill holes at each end, near 

the top of the strip, and one additional hole in the middle for large quilts.  A 1/8” to 1/4” drill bit will 

provide a large enough sized hole. Write your name and the name of the quilt on this lattice.  If you 

enter an unusual piece, it must be hangable. If you're in doubt, consult Marianne Hatton or Kristine 

Diederich.

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6. New for 2008:   

a. Quilts must be delivered at one of two drop-off locations (Sudbury and Framingham) on 

Thursday, Oct. 16, between 10 a.m. and 12 noon or 5 to 7 p.m.  Locations are 13 Church St., 

Framingham (home of Kristine Diederich) and 20 Willard Grant Road, Sudbury (home of 

Marianne Hatton). 

b. Quilts should be delivered in muslin bags with a plastic sleeve on the outside containing the 

name of the quilt and its maker and an identifying photograph. (The instructions are included in 

this document.) This new requirement is due to our limited access to the venue before the show, 

and will aid in storing the quilts, transporting them to the school prior to hanging them, and in 

placing them for hanging. THE ONLY EXCEPTION IS THE „EVERYTIHNG‟S COMING UP 

ROSES CHALLENGE QUILTS. 

7. Arrangements must be made for pickup of your quilt on Sunday between 5 and 6 p.m.  We cannot 

return quilts and boutique items until we have had time to take down the quilts properly. Please do not 

try to collect your items until 1 hour after the show closes. 

8. The last, and most important component is you.  The successful running of our show requires 

numerous volunteers for dozens of tasks to highlight our guild‟s beautiful work.  Each exhibitor is 

required to donate three hours of his or her time during the show.  Please complete the attached 

Volunteer Registration form indicating the time slots and tasks you prefer.  We will do our best to 

accommodate your request.  Include this form with your show Entry Form.

Preparing Your Quilt for the Show 

 
 

1.  Backings:  We need to know on your entry if there are any 2-sided quilts or any with significant back-art. (White Glovers will 

show backs on request.) 

Bright or garish quilt backs are hard to hang against – will probably be covered with black fabric. 

 

2.  Sleeves: 

a. Methods – Double piece of fabric can be sewn into binding OR sleeve can be put on separately after quilt is bound. 

b. Large quilts should have 3 – 4 gaps between the sleeves to allow for more support of the weight of the quilt. 

c. The end openings in the sleeves should be about 1” - 2” in from the edge so that the wire and the lattice do not show 

beyond the edge of the quilt. 

d. Sleeve size – 4” finished.  Cut fabric 8” - 9” wide.  Finish ends. Fold in half lengthwise. 

     Sew into binding before you finish it off, OR sew 1/2” seams and attach separately by hand. 

 

3.  Lattice Strips: Usually 1/4 ”wide. Sometimes called “strapping slats”.   

 Where to buy:   Sudbury Lumber - Sudbury, Butler Lumber - Maynard, Lamson Lumber - Hudson, etc. 

 Size:  Standard is 1 ¾” x top dimension of quilt.  (If the quilt is very large, you might want a slightly sturdier lattice - no 

planks or boards, please!) 

 Holes:  Mark place for holes on lattice after the sleeve is attached to the quilt. 

 Lattice strips MUST accompany the quilt on delivery to show. Smaller strips may be placed in muslin bags. 

 Each strip must be marked with the name of the quilt and the maker. 

If there are both top and bottom strips, each must be marked – ALSO mark which is TOP and which is BOTTOM. 

Bottom strips do not require hanging holes.  

Special case quilts (ODD SHAPES) – Please solve hanging problems beforehand. 

 

4.  Labels: 
 Preferably the label should be stitched on to the quilt. 

 Location – Bottom right as you face the back of the quilt. 

If the quilt already has a label, prior location is alright (as long as it is somewhere on the bottom edge). 

 Required Information - * Name of Quilt, Maker, Date of Completion * (Anything else that you wish to include is fine.)  

Because labels can come off, it is also always a good idea to have the quilt signed in an inconspicuous location. Stitching is 

best - hand or machine. 

 

5.  Preparing the quilt for display: 

 All sewing MUST BE FINISHED before quilt is submitted. 

 Check for threads, fuzz and pet hair on the surface and remove. 

 Hold up to light and look for threads within.  Some quilts may be hung in front of windows and these threads will show 

through. 

  (If you have a choice, put a dark back on your quilt.) 

 

6.  Quilt Story: 

 Up to 2 pages of interesting information about the quilt may be included for display with your quilt. 

 It will be enclosed in a plastic sleeve and hung by a ribbon. 

 (Wayside Quilters will supply the sleeve and ribbon.) 
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Show Duty Descriptions: 

 
Admissions table Greet people, collect admissions fee, make change, stamp hand, hand out brochure, I 

SPY sheet, Viewer‟s choice ballot and pencil. Provide information about the show. 

Collect ballots and I SPY sheets. 

Raffle table Greet people, explain who made the quilt, pattern of quilt and destination of proceeds 

of quilt. Provide information on drawing. Sell tickets and make change. 

Boutique Greet people, answer questions about items in the boutique, sell items, do bookkeeping, 

make change. Rearrange inventory and resupply inventory. 

White gloving Greet people, watch to ensure no one touches the quilts or walks underneath/between 

the quilts. Provide information about the quilts, patterns, and makers. Show the backs 

of quilts, when requested. 

Providing a meal Procure a meal for about 20 people, set up and clean up. 

Greeters Welcome visitors to the show, direct them to guest book, photography sign-in sheet and 

answer questions. 

Pole delivery Be present at showplace when poles delivered. Count items and check against inventory 

sheet. Sign for delivery. 

Put up poles Equipment needed: ladders, screwdrivers. Move pole bases as designated by show 

hangers. Assemble poles with crossbars. 

Quilt drop off Greet quilters, give 1 receipt to quilter and file 2
nd

 receipt, attach number to quilt, place 

quilt in designated pile. 

Boutique set-up Greet people, verify items delivered match inventory sheet. Ensure person has copy of 

inventory sheet, initial inventory sheet as delivered. Ensure items are properly marked 

with prices and inventory number. 

Hang show Equipment needed: ladders, screwdrivers, wire cutters, saw, and drill. Work in groups 

of 3 (2 on ladders, one to hold quilt and to ensure quilt is hanging straight. 

Show take down (Sunday late afternoon.) Lay out plastic, distribute muslin bags to quilt area, groups of 

three take down quilts (two on ladders and one to collect quilt). Collector folds quilt 

and places in its own bag for pick-up. Second set of people take down poles and pile 

pole parts in one area of room.  Need to inventory parts when done to ensure matches 

original delivery sheet. 

Boutique tear down Group each quilter's unsold items with their inventory sheets. 

Quilt/boutique pick up (One hour after take down starts.) Quilter has receipt (either quilt receipt or inventory 

form). They must hand this over to receive quilt/boutique items. For boutique, they 

should check the unsold inventory against the inventory form. 

Pole pickup Be present at showplace when poles picked up. Count items and check against 

inventory sheet. Sign for pickup. 

Vendor assistants Assist vendors setting up and taking down booths, loading and unloading, etc.

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Wayside Quilters Boutique 2008  
 

The Boutique will accept for consignment any memberõs hand crafted items.  

All items will be charged with a 15% commission, which goes to the guild.  For 
example, if an item sells for $7.00, the guild will get 15% o f the $7.00, which is 
$1.05 and the individual that made the item will get the remaining $5.95.  

 
Pricing and Inventory  

The boutique sign up -sheet (with your ID#), inventory forms and price tags will 
all be available at the May, June, September and October meetings. You will 
need to price each item that you want to sell.  Please attach tags securely and 

write your ID# and price on it.  You will also need to fill out an inventory form.  
The inventory form may be received on line at sew1derful@att.net  (Gayle 

OõBryan).  If done on line it will be very easy to read and keep track of 
inventory.  There will be specific instructions for filling out this form directly on 
the form itself.  

 
Display  
This year our boutique space  is not limited; however, to help keep track of 

inventory, we would like you to limit the number of individual items of a 
particular craft to a maximum of 25.  Extra items can be priced and kept in 

storage, and if an item sells out, we will replenish our s upply.  
Please help us display your items attractively.  You will need to provide all 
necessary display equipment (baskets, hangers, etc), which should be labeled 

with your name.  Wall hangings should include a casing with a pole or dowel.  
 

Boutique check i n time will be on Fri day  October 17th between 4:00 and 6:00 
at the Lincoln Sudbury High School.  If you prefer, boutique items can be 
brought to the September meeting and checked in there.  

 
Donated Items   
We ask that each member donate an item to be sold a t the boutique.  Quilts 

are the best item to donate because if they do not sell they will be given to 
Outreach.  Items such as wall hangings that may not sell at the Boutique and 

cannot be given to Outreach will be given to a local charity that is having a  
craft fair, etc.  Donated items can be brought to any meeting and will be stored 
until the quilt show.
